07-11 September (4 nts): Sestri Levante

On arrival at Pisa Airport a private Mercedes minivan will transfer you from Pisa Airport up
to the famous and beautiful Cinque Terre coastline. It’s time to relax and enjoy the sea
views. Check in to the Villa Balbi Hotel, a traditional and historic hotel located steps from
the beach and just a short walk to the old town.

We are staying at the Villa Balbi, an institution on Italy’s Cinque Terre coastline. The hotel’s
wonderful gardens and water front location makes for a great few days here in Liguria.

11-14 September (3 nts): Lake Garda

We'll drive in our private minivan from the Cinque Terre northwards to Lake Iseo. Here
we’ll visit the Bellini Collection, a museum containing a superb collection of Riva speedboats.
We'll learn about their history and enjoy a boat ride on Lake Iseo. We will then continue on
to Lake Garda where we stay for the next three nights. On Lake Garda we’ll also enjoy a
boat cruise on the lake and discover scenic local towns including Sirmione, Bardolino and
Verona. We will stay in a waterfront (truly) spa hotel. www.continentalsirmione.com

14-18 September (4 nts): Venice

Today we head east across the plains of the Veneto towards Venice. This is the land of
Palladio and gorgeous country houses are sprinkled across the land. We’'ll stop at the
exquisite small town of Asolo — which you will never want to leave. Then head east to the
most beautiful of the ‘Palladian villas’ Villa Barbaro at Maser.

Then we’ll continue to the Venetian Lagoon. Here we’ll board a private water taxi to take
us to our hotel. In Venice we will be staying at the Pensione La Calcina, a charming

07 September, Monday: Arrive at Pisa Airport and travel to Cinque Terre

¢ A minivan and driver will be waiting to whisk you northwards from Pisa Airport to
Sestri Levante. The journey is about one hour.

Visit the Bellini Museum dedicated to these fabulous boats and maybe enjoy a boat
ride in a real Riva mahogany speedboat. This is truly La Dolce Vita - Italian style.
We’'ll head to Lake Garda late this afternoon for a restful evening and time for a
swim in the hotel pool. We've got three nights here on beautiful Lake Garda.

12 September, Saturday: Lake Garda

Today we find ourselves on the scenic waterfront surrounded by the crystal clear
waters of Lake Garda. Enjoy the quaint town of Sirmione with drawbridge entrance
and castle. Close to our hotel is the villa where Maria Callas lived.

This afternoon a boat trip on Lake Garda allows us to enjoy this exquisite lake from
the best possible view point — the water.

This is the market and
commercial heart of Venice. ‘What news from Rialto’ | hear you cry.

e Discover the market, historic church of San Giacomo and the fruit, vegetable and
fish vendors that have been plying their trade since the | 1™ century.

e This afternoon we’ll head to Giudecca to visit the Redentore Gardens. We'll also see
Redentore Church and enjoy views back across the water to St Mark’s Basilica.

e Meals included today: Breakfast, Lunch at Rialto
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16 September, Wednesday: Venice — A Day on the Lagoon

e Discover the Venetian Lagoon today. We'll see and understand the vastness of the
lagoon and how this huge natural harbour gave shelter to the Venetians.

e  We will visit the island of Torcello, one of the first islands in the lagoon to be
permanently inhabited. This is the island that the Roman citizens of Altinum fled to,
for safety, as the Hun, Goths and Visigoths arrived from the east. We'll also see and
admire the Basilica of Torcello which houses the finest Byzantine mosaic in Venice.

e Then we head to Burano for lunch at my favourite restaurant ‘Da Romano’.

e Meals included today: Breakfast, Lunch.

17 September, Thursday: Venice — The Guggenheim and Murano

o  Welll visit Peggy Guggenheim’s palace on the Grand Canal this morning.

e Peggy lived surrounded by works by Picasso, Dali, Max Ernst, Chagall, Tanguy,
Alexander Calder and Matisse. The museum is an exquisite treat.

e Later we'll head out to Murano for lunch and shopping. | already have a place or two
in mind. Late afternoon — return to Venice for dinner & an Aperol Spritz.

e Meals included today: Breakfast, Dinner

18 September, Friday: Departures

e Breakfast this morning at La Calcina. It’s time for fond farewells.
e Private water taxi service to the airport — direct from the hotel.
